What do you feel has been achieved in the

4 months of the Grenelle Environnement ?

The Grenelle (or Environment Round Table)

has been a victory for open and constructive
debate. It has allowed the stakeholders, i.e. the
government, NGOs, local authorities, labour and
management, workers and the business world
alike, to study the strengths and weaknesses

of our society in great depth. During these four
months, any tendencies toward posturing

or maintaining conservative attitudes were
overridden by the fervent determination to
make progress together. \WWe have seen a massive
and extraordinarily intense mobilisation,

at regional meetings and on the Net with a huge
increase in the number of blogs focusing

on these issues. We have sparked everyone'’s
interest and achieved results, with concrete

and effective proposals.

Is the ecological revolution really underway?
The Grenelle Environnement provided an
opportunity for a vast “programme review”,
leading to a genuine shift in strategy: in the
areas of transport, building and farming. Based
on the workgroups’ conclusions, the French

President proposed an “ecological new deal” to
the French in a bid to demonstrate, in real terms
and with concrete action, that an alternative
form of growth is possible.

in itself but a beginning. The battle to practice
what we preach will now be as crucial as that
we have fought to get this far. Now it is up

to us to join forces and invent a “democratic
monitoring process”, with an annual Grenelle
Environnement t0 review progress on

the proposed projects. | want every programme
and every measure to be “tracked” thanks to
performance objectives and mid-term progress
meetings so that we can all see exactly where we
are. We now have a “five-way dialogue” method
that, as the President observed, works well.

I want to see this method, which is a bit like the
trademark of the Grenelle Environnement, take
root in the long term. The collective adventure of
the Grenelle has only just begun.
